Kartt ikeya, the commander-in-chief of t he celestial army, is also 
know n as Subrahmanya, Skanda. Guh a and Kumara. In the southern 
stal es of India, Subrahmanya is a popular deity even today. Among 
the Tamil-speaking people he is bener known as Mllrukan or 
Murugan.ln the North. he is largely unk now n: but he is worshipped 
in Ihe East, especially in Bengal. w here women pray to him lor 
w orlhy sons. Uke Ganesha. he 100 is a son 01 Shiva and Parvat i, 
miraculously born . II Ganesha was crea ted by PaNal i. Karttikeya was 
I he creal ion 01 Shiva. nurtured by Agni, Ganga and Kriu ikas in turn. 

Six · headed. twelve· armed and seated on his vahana or vehicle, 
the peacock, Kar l1ikeya is Ihe symbol 01 youth, beauty and valour. 
In the Soulh he also symbolises the supreme wisdom since. accord ­
ing 10 legend, he taughl his lalher, Ihereby earning the name of 
Svaminalha. 

Karl1ikeya though usually depicted as a bachelor is also mentioned 
as having two w ives: Valli and Oevasena. 

The story 01 Karttikeya is lound in I he Mahabharala. in the 
Shiva. Skanda and Brahmanda puranas:and in Ihe Ramayana. Our 
story is based on the Tamil version ol lhe Ska nda · Purana- Samhila.
